• Effects on monetary policy: might cause some interferences
on its implementation.

• Effects on equity: Absorption of potential future losses due to
reduction of its financial assets.

• Effects on Independence : Possible funding to the
Government, affecting its independence

• Legal framework for profit distribution.

• Impact that different adjustments to be made
could cause both in the equity and in the results of
the Bank.

• Article 77 of the Basic Constitutional Act indicates
that:

Reserves constitution (10% of total surplus)
Government income (remaining suplus after reserves
constitution)

• Any deficit produced will be absorbed by the
constituted reserves.

• If reserves are insuficient, deficit will be absorbed
through paid capital.

• Negative equity.
